PROJECT STATEMENT:  Please describe the work and planning that went into the project, including preservation and/or aesthetic objectives, types of construction materials, and any other information you may think pertinent.

This 90 year old Tudor style house was acquired for its proximity to university campus, close-knit neighborhood further enhanced by the plethora of old trees and big yard for their three growing children. Though they loved their historic home, they yearned for the lightness, simplicity and individuality of modern architecture and the expanded spaces that could accommodate their family needs and lifestyle.

The existing house exterior was white stucco with brown post and beam trim work. In 1970’s, the house was expanded to accommodate a reading room on the first floor and a bedroom on the second floor. This gabled addition with its vinyl siding lacked the sensitivity to the original style of the house in material, scale and proportions. 

Akar ARchiTecture + Design from Iowa City were hired to add a new kitchen, dining room, main bedroom suite, expanded mud room and to straighten existing spaces visually and functionally. The Architect’s approach to the street side of the house was conservative:  clean up 1970’s addition, continue roof lines, replace old windows with new larger windows to match existing (which also met egress requirements) and extend the same material on new areas to match existing. Dark brown existing trims were painted gray to brighten up the facade. 

Most of this new addition is in the back side of the house which is secluded due to site lines and landscape. This is where the form and the interior spaces are tweaked with a modernistic sensibility.   The new rear addition continues the characteristic post and beam of the Tudor style house while a triangular wedge is removed from the Tudor shell to expose anodized aluminum flat panel siding with a wall full of windows with matching anodized finish. This concept is simply explained by the Architect as inspired by the “watermelon slice”:  “Where a brilliant red interior is revealed as the green wedge is taken away.”  Spaces in the new addition focus through this angled wall with floor to ceiling windows opening to the green landscape outside. The new addition is slab on grade concrete with a colored stain. The interior is painted with satin light colored walls, semi-gloss trims and bright array of accent colors borrowed from the pallet of South American paintings collected by owners. 

Sanjay Jani, Architect explains that, “It is satisfying to see this house receive a Historic Preservation Award. An addition to an old or historic house does not always have to copy, extend or replicate the existing home. We wanted this addition to be new with old characteristics of the parent house. We wanted it to grow with its own personality; distinct, bold and independent while respecting its lineage.”
