Celebrity salaries are the most unbelievable in the world, yet the stars themselves never negotiate a paycheck.  That’s your job.  

As a Super Agent to the Stars, you’re in charge of bidding out the most in-demand talent in the world.

Ten of your clients stand in your receptionist’s office, awaiting the results of your most recent round of negotiations.

Click on David Blaine, your first client, and let the bidding begin.

Code: Running the cursor over the image reveals small pop-up boxes that names the individuals pictured.  Scrolling over Will Ferrell, for example, yields a pop-up box with the name ‘Will Ferrell.’  Clicking on an individual takes us to that person’s negotiation.  The brochure rack is a game ‘Easter Egg’ or a hidden bonus game that is described below.

General gameplay:  This is a departure from our standard quiz model.  Instead of a 10-question quiz scored at the end, each question is ‘scored’ individually with the results graphically depicted on the image Dewey has created.  For example, I begin with David Blaine (client #1) from the homepage image.  I go through the bidding process (described later) and when complete I am told whether I ended up winning or losing his contract.  Then I am provided a link back to the waiting area.  The waiting area image now shows either a red X or a green checkmark on David Blaine.  (Red X means I lost him, green check means I won him).  I now click Chelsea Clinton (client #2) and go through a similar bidding process.  Then I return to the waiting room to see my symbols on both David Blaine and Chelsea Clinton.  Then I select client #3, Bill Clinton.  And so on.  No final score or tally is offered, I simply keep playing until all celebrity contracts are negotiated.

Two additional notes: A ‘Start Over’ button is available to send me back to the start of the game.  The brochure rack Easter Egg is a separate 5-question quiz done in a more traditional quiz format.   

CUNA Code Notes: However you code this, do everything you can to minimize how much vertical space a game takes up. Avoid scrolling like the plague. Use pop-up windows, jumps, and other technology! Watch the size of your fonts—not too large or too small. Use more left alignment with text wrapping around art. Come up with creative ways to use the horizontal space to the max.
